In the letter he says: “To young people, and especially those who feel distant
or uncertain about the Church, I want to say this: Let Jesus draw you to bimself; bring him your important
questions by reading the Gospels; let him challenge you by bis presence... More than anyone else, Jesus respects
our freedom. He does not impose, but proposes. Make room for him and you will find the way to happiness
by following him. And, should be ask it of you, by giving yourself completely to him.
